The Ukrainian Cultural Landscape in the New World
through the Eyes of John Lehr
Abstract

John Campbell Lehr is a Professor of Geography and Senior Scholar of the University of Winnipeg
(Manitoba, Canada). Most of his research and publications are devoted to the historical geography of
ethnic settlements on the prairies of Western Canada, with particular emphasis on the process and
pattern of settlement of Ukrainians, Hutterites, Mormons, and Jews. In his work he emphasizes the
role played by the immigrants’ in retaining their cultural and family ties as well as implementing the
Canadian government’s intentions and those of social institutions. One of his most prominent works
is Community and Frontier: A Ukrainian Settlement in the Canadian Parkland (2011). It deals with
a social and economic history of one of the oldest Ukrainian settlements in Western Canada - the
Stuartburn colony, established in 1896.

John Lehr has also researched Ukrainian agricultural settlement in Brazil and compared the
behavior of Ukrainian settlers on the settlement frontiers of Canada and Brazil. The transfer of material
culture from Ukraine to the two frontiers has also been the subject of his several publications.

John Lehr’s research is based upon the analysis of government records, pioneer memoirs, and the
Ukrainian and English language press of the Ukrainian Community with the focus on the mapping of
cultural landscape of Ukrainian colonies and their outskirts.
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
