Contemporary German Ukrainian Studies: the University of Passau
Abstract

Important political events in Ukraine stimulate interest in it in German society, politics and
science. The University of Passau is one of the German universities which established Ukrainian
Studies on the crest of the wave of an increased interest in Ukraine. It is a small university, one of the
youngest in Germany, opened in 1978. It has four faculties: the Faculty of Law, Faculty of Economics,
Faculty of Philosophy, Faculty of Informatics and Mathematics. Its affiliated Business Forum facilitates
cooperation between students, professors, alumni, businesses, and related institutions. Ukrainian
Studies evolve in four university’s units: two chairs of the Faculty of Philosophy (the Chair of Modern
and Contemporary History of Eastern Europe and its Cultures and the Chair of Slavic Literatures
and Cultures) and two centers (the Ukrainian Studies Competence Center and «East European
Perspective»). Both chairs conduct exercises, seminars, workshops, lectures on the history, literature
and culture of Ukraine, thematic excursions to Ukrainian cities. The Ukrainian Studies Competence
Center invites visiting scholars for lectures on Ukrainian Studies, implements its own research projects
and organizes workshops, training events, summer schools on Ukrainian Studies, invites visiting
scholars from Ukraine for internships and conduction of their own research projects, cooperates with
Ukrainian university partners. The organizers of the Center are the supervisors of students’ and post-
graduates’ qualification works on Ukrainian Studies. The «East European Perspective» initiative helps
to establish links between those students and alumni of German universities who intend to devote their
career to Eastern Europe, in particular Ukraine, with educational and academic institutions, industrial
enterprises, as well as business structures of the region. The «East European Perspective» also organizes
exhibitions, summer schools, movie viewings, workshops and lectures with an implied or direct relation
to Ukraine.
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
