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Annotation. This article attempts to trace the influence of food situation on the urban citizens’
perception and their use of time and space. Food is a basic human need, and in extreme conditions, when
it becomes scarce, people’ lives are increasingly subject to the food search. Often this forces citizens to
use their city’s time and space differently and develop new daily habits. The relation between the citizens’
food supply and their daily routes and lifestyles is particularly evident in terms of centralized rationing.

This text, based on the analysis of functions and ways in which Kyiv citizens applied their ration
cards in the 1940s, records changes in their everyday life, time and space use. The closed rationing type
of trade contributed to making urban space even more fixed for citizens, and usually including three
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major objects: a store they were attached to, their working place, and a market. The rationing system
also gained power over the citizens’ time since their daily bread ration demanded regular visiting of
shopping points where cards could be exchanged for goods, and this process was often accompanied by
long lines. The small amount and limited set of products available for cards made citizens constantly
think of additional food sources. The first among them was the market, or bazaar, where many Kyiv
dwellers spent hours in hope to buy or exchange goods. The article is also focused on how the use
of ration stamps influenced and changed citizens’ eating habits, their understanding of wealth, and

involved them in illegal sale and food exchange.
